Commitment Requirements

Players are expected to be available for all games and practices. Please be considerate of your teammates and coaches.

Please be aware that children selected for an A or AA team may be required to participate in extra practices and   games. If you or your child are unable to make this commitment, please do not try out for A or AA.
Coaches will endeavour to improve all players’ skills and knowledge of the game to the best of their abilities. Free training certification courses are available to all ringette coaches, managers and referees.

All teams will require travel and the cost for this travel is the responsibility of each team member. Most travel for the Bunny and Novice levels will be within the Central Alberta region, but some tournaments could be outside of this area. Tournaments are played on Fridays, Saturdays and Sundays.  Parents should be aware that game scheduling might occur during school hours for tournaments.  The older girls (Petite and above) are generally registered in league play involving teams from Edmonton and surrounding communities. Teams will often carpool to help keep expenses down.  Travel and expenses are the responsibility of each player. 

Registration Fees cover insurance, league registration, Ringette Alberta dues, Canada Ringette dues, goalie equipment, ice costs, program administration, team photos, referee costs and volunteer training. It does not, however, cover the entire cost of each player for the season. Therefore:
